WARSHIP TOUR!

On Wednesday morning, May 2, 2007, members of
Troop 397 were treated to a tour of the US Navy's
Guided Missile Destroyer USS Forrest Sherman
DDG-98 moored in Port Everglades as part of the
annual Fleet Week celebration.

David Chen were guests of BSO Deputy Jay
Santaluccia. The tour was arranged by former
scoutmaster and BSO Lieutenant Fred Wood on
behalf of our Troop.

Participants had to pass through strict security
measures in order to enter the Port, secure proper
credentials and board the destroyer. Two sailors
from the Forrest Sherman escorted the group to
the ship where they were treated as VIPs and taken
on a leisurely 2 hour tour of the entire ship. The
tour included the helo hangars, living quarters,
command central, bridge, upper and lower decks.
Scouts were permitted to handle and look through
firefighting equipment such as a night sight scope,
and pose for pictures with light machine guns.
On completion of the tour, souvenir caps and
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patches were purchased and the group was
escorted back to the exit gate.

We were told that the Forrest Sherman is the
newest type of Destroyer (Arleigh Burke Class) in
the US Navy and approximately 150 total will be
built eventually. The Sherman is equipped with
the Aegis radar system and carries short range and
long range air-to-air missiles, cruise missiles,
torpedoes, 5 inch gun and defensive armament.
She is 400 ft long displacing 9,200 tons with a
crew of 300 and built at a cost of 987 million
dollars.

The tour was a quite a privilege for Troop members
who were able to take time off from work and to
miss school in order to participate. The Troop
thanks Sergeant Jay Santaluccia and Lieutenant
and former T397 scoutmaster, Mr. Fred Wood for
arranging this special event.

Leader Recognition Knots

New Information about Leader Knots

I was amazed a couple years ago when a couple of
Scouters asked me how I became eligible for the
knots I wear above my left uniform shirt pocket.
They were under the impression that these were
only available for some above-and-beyond service
or personal friendship with the Great Cubmaster. I
was pleased to see them sporting their own new
knots soon after I explained that almost all adults
earn some knot or another during the course of
their regular Scouting service! IT'S TRUE!!! There
are knots for both Cub Scout Leaders and Boy
Scout Leaders, Venturing Leaders, Varsity Leaders
as well as District Level. The adult's religious knot
is not included in this process, since that is
obtained through your religious organization.

Now is the time to download your own copy of the
knot application that applies to you. There are
several requirements that you can complete
throughout the year, so it helps to look at them
now to make sure you get all the stuff signed off. If
